People often prefer to live close to where they work,  
shop and socialise, so combining residential accommodation 
with urban centres is now a highly efficient and attractive 
proposition. Salhia currently has a number of mixed-use 
developments under construction in the UK, several of 
which offer a variety of housing options.

Farnborough’s mixed-use Queensmead and Kingsmead 
complex includes a variety of housing options including  
159 residential apartments. Construction is already 
underway on the project with completion anticipated by 
the end of 2008. 

Vulcan Works in Newton Le Willows is a 16.2-hectare 
development that has been awarded planning permission 
to create a residential area for the benefit of the local 
community. Redeveloping a site on the Leicester and Mill 
Roads in Rugby will create 480 new residential apartments, 
ideally situated alongside the town’s educational and retail 
facilities. In Northern England, Manchester’s Edge Lane 
development in Openshaw has received planning consent for 
the retail element of a new mixed-use complex, and planning 
consent for the accompanying residential accommodation, 
due to be completed in 2012, is currently underway.

Multi-purpose and retail venues may offer excellent 
locations for residential development, and Salhia 
has embraced this concept in a number of its UK 
projects.

Industrial & logistics
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Some projects have transitioned naturally into multi-use 
developments, whilst many have remained operational, 
generating revenue via long-term rental leases. Most of  
the sites also benefit from excellent transport links.

Scotland in particular is home to a vast amount of industrial 
floor space at the St. Rollox Depot in Glasgow, as is 
Northern England’s Channel Way in Preston, which has a 
planning application in process to convert it to a mixed-use 
project, plus Trafford Park and Edge Lane in Manchester. 
Stafford is the location of Glover Street, a workshop  
and test facility, and St Leonard’s Road, a combination  
of industrial units and offices. 

The Midlands has a number of sites including Washwood 
Heath in Birmingham, an industrial warehousing complex, 
and in Rugby, Newbold’s Road industrial complex. The 
South of England has three developments – a large 
employment site with industrial buildings and a rail link  
in Wolverton, Milton Keynes, Maxted Road in Hemel 
Hempstead with its courtyard development including 
warehousing, and Eastleigh’s Campbell Road 
redevelopment opportunity.

The UK portfolio includes a selection of strategically 
located factory and warehousing properties – from 
Glasgow, Preston and Manchester in the North, to 
Hemel Hempstead and Eastleigh in Southern England.
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Salhia’s subsidiary, Haddia Holding GmbH, owns and 
manages a network of nursing homes and serviced 
apartments in Northern Germany. It maintains a total of 
1,580 beds and in recent years has broadened the offering 
to include ‘nursing at home’ services, and wellness and 
cosmetics facilities.

Fully owned by Salhia, Haddia is a specialist in high-quality 
care for the elderly. Headquartered in Hanover and 
employing around 900 staff, the company owns and 
operates 13 nursing homes and four senior residences in 
the Hanover, Hamburg, Bad Pyrmont and Neustadt areas. 

Haddia comprises two businesses: SAREC, the property 
company, and Dana, the operations unit. The company’s 
aim is to combine outstanding personal care with exclusive 
surroundings that provide a superb quality of life for guests. 

With an ageing population, the developed countries of 
Western Europe are seeing heightened demand for quality 
facilities and nursing skills to address the need. Forecasts 
indicate that an additional 10,000 beds will be required in 
the near future, underlining the opportunity for growth  
in this sector.
