Opirnion

significant portion of the Group’s total assets as at the reporting date.

Impairment of properties (continued)

The management of the Group is determining the fair value of its properties, for disclosure and impairment
testing purposes, at the reporting date and uses external appraisers to support these valuations. The valuation
of the propertics is highly dependent on estimates and assumptions such as rental value, occupancy rates,
discount rates, market knowledge and historical transactions. Further, the disclosures relating to the
assumptions are relevant, given the estimation uncertainty and sensitivity of the valuations. Given the size and
complexity of the valuation of properties and the importance of the disclosures relating to the assumptions used
in the valuation, we considered this as a key audit matter,

Our audit procedures included, amongst others, evaluating the assumptions and methodologies used by the
Group, and considered the independence, reputation and capabilities of its external valuators. We also evaluated
the accuracy of the data inputs used by the external evaluator. We also assessed the appropriateness of the
disclosures relating to the investment properties of the Group in Note 10 of the consolidated financial
statements.

Other information included in the Group's 2019 Annual Report

Management is responsible for the other information. Other information consists of the information included
in Group’s 2019 Annual Report, other than the consolidated financial statements and our auditor’s report
thereon. We obtained the report of the Parent Company’s Board of Directors, prior to the date of our auditor’s
